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· Use a variety of approaches in the classroom besides the lecture method (use of experiential activities such as hands-on experiences, group problem-solving discussion and activities, case studies, video, graphics)
· Use technology...but in innovative and meaningful ways...not just because it’s there or used as a crutch.

· Use technology to communicate with students outside of class (email, discussion boards, IMing, Facebook)

· Present course content by other means and at other times besides during class. (e.g.-post material such as PowerPoints, articles, outlines on Blackboard). Expect the student to have read material before class.

· Ask students for their input on course content. 

· Make content applications to the “real world” and life situations. Demonstrate the “worth” of the information.

· Articulate goals and all desired outcomes of the course and assignments clearly, precisely. Avoid generalizing goals and outcomes.

· Articulate clearly expectations for academic success in the course (student is not a “customer”).
· Establish clear behavioral expectations. Communicate these early and often. Be consistent. (e.g.- attendance policy, classroom behavior)

· Expand the parameters for class projects...beyond the traditional paper to other types of demonstrations of research and learning experiences.

· Limit the use of fear and threats as a way to facilitate student learning and success.

· Expect the best from your students. Millennials are adaptable and flexible.
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
