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Problem:

Most students see exams as a task which is completed and then forgotten about; as professors, we want them to learn the material and skills we are testing.

A Solution:

Allow students to make thoughtful corrections to their exams for a fraction of the original point value.

Benefits:

· Reduced student stress about exams.

· The exam becomes a teaching tool as well as an evaluation.

· Students have the opportunity to learn from their mistakes, both content and test-taking skills.

· Students have some recourse for the “Ugh!  I knew that!”
Drawbacks:

· For multiple choice, can’t use Scantron.

· Need to give back exams.

· Can be time-consuming to go through exam corrections.
· Need to emphasize importance of putting serious thoughts into corrections.
