STUDIO GRADING RUBRIC:

	NOTE ACCURACY
	Notes are consistently accurate.
	An occasional inaccurate note is played, but does not detract from overall performance.
	A few inaccurate notes are played, detracting somewhat from the overall performance.
	Wrong notes consistently detract from the performance.

	RHYTHM
	The beat is secure and the rhythms are accurate for the style of music being played.
	The beat is secure and the rhythms are mostly accurate. There are a few duration errors, but these do not detract from the overall performance.
	The beat is somewhat erratic. Some rhythms are accurate. Frequent or repeated duration errors. Rhythm problems occasionally detract from the overall performance.
	The beat is usually erratic and rhythms are seldom accurate detracting significantly from the overall performance.

	TONE QUALITY

(Possible problems:

Pitch sharp or strident in high register, or covered and small. Flat in low register, or too covered. Overall forced sounding, not supple)
	Tone is consistently focused, clear, and centered throughout the range of the instrument. Tone has professional quality, with an integrated vibrato appropriate to the music.
	Tone is focused, clear and centered through the normal playing range of the instrument. Extremes in range sometimes cause tone to be less controlled. Tone quality typically does not detract from the performance. Vibrato may interfere at times.
	Tone is often focused, clear and centered, but sometimes the tone is uncontrolled in the normal playing range. Extremes in range are usually uncontrolled. Occasionally the tone quality detracts from overall performance. Vibrato is not integrated (not happening, or too wide, or too shallow)
	The tone is often not focused, clear or centered regardless of the range being played, significantly detracting from the overall performance.

	ARTICULATION

(Secure or crisp attacks, proper staccato, proper use of the tongue, legato, slur, accents, double tonguing, etc.)
	Secure attacks. Markings are executed accurately as directed by the score and work in lessons. Slurred or legato passages are smooth, finger movement confident. Articulations serve to bring music alive.
	Attacks are usually secure, though there might be an isolated error or sloppiness. Markings are executed accurately as directed by the score. Efficient finger movement is ok, could be improved.
	Attacks are rarely secure, but markings are often executed accurately. Sloppy fingers or inefficient use of tongue interferes with effectiveness of music.
	Few secure attacks. Markings are typically not executed accurately. Tongue is a mess.

	MUSICALITY
	Shows by playing that work has been researched by listening (recordings and lessons), reading, examining and executing phrase markings, attention to dynamics, tone color, consideration of atmosphere, imagery, possible text or lyrics, etc.
	Has offered an interpretation, but needs further guidance on what is stylistically important.
	Observes some dynamics and tempo markings, but shows no understanding of musical style.
	Just plays the notes.

	PRACTICE & PREPARATION
	Student’s performance indicates regular and sustained practice outside of class, with great attention to areas of difficulty and areas addressed in lessons.
	Student’s performance indicates regular practice outside of class with some attention to areas of difficulty; and some attempt to understand lesson material.
	Student’s performance indicates some practice outside of class, but with little attention to areas of difficulty and lesson material.
	Student’s performance indicates there is very little practice outside of class.

	SCALES
	Scales assigned are secure and precise, at metronome marking assigned.


	Scales assigned have been learned, but not yet precise or up to tempo.
	Occasional mistakes are made, but able to get back on track. Not yet precise or up to tempo.
	Takes a long time to remember the scale. Inaccurate. Needs more attention.

	MISCELLANEOUS
	Composer researched.

Terms translated. Receptive to new ideas and/or repertoire. 

Listened to several recordings of the piece or the style of the period and can discuss details.
	Receptive to new ideas and/or repertoire.

Asks questions about how to solve problems and follows through .
	Shows up and is pleasant. 

Shows minimal interest in improving.
	Not receptive. 

Takes no initiative to improve.
