           The Art History minor would be an important offering at Mansfield University because it would allow students majoring in the related fields of History, English, Liberal Studies, Anthropology, Sociology, 

Political Science, Philosophy, Foreign Language (Spanish, French, German) and other fields to bring a focus on visual culture and the social history of art to their related majors.  The minor in Art History would bring a much larger interdisciplinary perspective in critical theory as it relates to the disciplines listed above and to visual culture. 

     The art history minor complements the skills gained by students in their major disciplines by developing historical and cultural interpretation and critical analysis of works of architecture, sculpture, painting, and the allied arts. It is designed to develop and foster historical, aesthetic and multicultural appreciation of art as well as analytical, critical and theoretical knowledge of art.
